Space available in two December Master Classes 
 
Three-day Life Drawing and Painting in Acrylics with 
Kathy Barker 
 
This exciting three-day Masterclass will run 4th – 6th December in the Art Studio. The 
Masterclass with be led by our inspiring tutor Kathy Barker. 
 
The Masterclass is aimed at those students with some drawing experience and but is not 
suitable for complete beginners. You will cover drawing and painting with acrylics using the 
limited Zorn palette as well as working on a monochromatic painting.

Two different life models will be present during the Masterclass and there will be 
demonstrations and lots of one-to-one teaching – numbers are strictly limited to eight 
students.   
 
On day one, you will start drawing using charcoal, pencil and white pastel in the morning 
and will work on a monochromatic painting in the afternoon. 
 
On day two, you will have your first painting session using the Zorn palette in the morning 
and in the afternoon, there will be a new pose. 
 
On day three, you will start by finishing the pose using the Zorn palette in the morning and 
the afternoon’s activity will depend on the progress made so far.

• The Masterclass will run for three days on Monday 4th, Tuesday 5th and 
Wednesday 6th December. 

• There will be three days of teaching from 10am to 4pm with a one-hour break for 
lunch (not included). 

• The charge will be £195.

• The Masterclass will go ahead if we have sufficient students. 
• You will be sent a list of the materials once you have and paid.

One-day Pastel Portrait Masterclass with Shaun Carey 
 
This intensive one-day Masterclass will run on Friday 8th December in the Art Studio. It will 
be led by our experienced tutor, Shaun Carey. 
 
This Masterclass will give you the opportunity to explore the versatility of pastels and is 
aimed at students with some drawing and pastel experience. 
 
With lots of demonstrations and one to one teaching – numbers are limited – you’ll have 
the opportunity to develop your skills, working from a live model for the whole day.   
 
In the morning, you will start with a demonstration and three 15-minute poses. This will be 
followed by a longer pose after the break. The afternoon will again begin with a 
demonstration and then you will start drawing with colour to build up the portrait.
